The 2017/18 FY Migori Annual Development Plan{ADP) identifies key policy actions,
programmes and projects that the Migori County Government will implement in the 2017-18
period in line with its priorities that have been articulated in its medium term plan CIDP and the
long-term objective of Vision 2030.

3.1 Expected Combined Total Revenue
Going by the trend in the allocation which has been coming to the counties, Migori county is
expected to receive KKSH 6.9 billion as equitable share from the national povernment towards the
implementation of its planned activities in 2017/18 FY budget. This being 9.5 percent increment
from the 2016/17 allocation. Thus the expected total resource envelope to the county is as per
